A few days later, his older sister came home and told him: “One of my friends gave this to me for you!” Daniel opened the package and found it full of little toy cars! Jesus had really multiplied the cars he had given away!
“It would be great if Jesus would give him some real toy cars!” Then he got an idea. He took two of the cars he was playing with and gave them to that other boy. Daniel was so happy! “Well, Jesus did give  him some cars....”he thought, “...with my help!”
Daniel from Mexico really loves playing with his toy cars. One day he brought a few of them into the courtyard to play with them. Close by he saw another little boy playing with cars made from cardboard. He kept watching him and thought to himself:
They answered: “How can we do that? We only have five loaves of bread and two fish!” But for Jesus even that little bit of food was important. He blessed it, broke it in pieces, and told them to distribute it to the crowd. Everyone had enough to eat and there were even 12 baskets of food leftover!
The disciples were worried because it was getting late. They asked Jesus to tell the crowd to leave so they could find a place to eat and sleep overnight. Jesus instead was very much at peace and he told them: “You yourselves give them something to eat.”
