God has given each one of us different talents. It doesn’t matter if we have a lot or a few. Each one of us can make these talents bear fruit so that what God gave us will shine out for everyone. In fact, Saint Paul told the first Christians: “You are all children of the light!”
The third one hid his coin in a hole in the ground because he was afraid to lose it! Their master returned and praised the first two servants because they gave him back double of what they had received. Instead he scolded the third one who gave him back the one coin he had received.
